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Church Parking Lot

We are very grateful to the Baptist Church for allowing us to use their parking lot
(East side of the school) during student arrival/dismissal. However, a few concerning
safety concerns have been raised that need to be addressed.

1.Rather than parking cars in the lot, drivers are using it more as a “drop off” and
driving through the parking lot at the same time that children are walking through
to get to school. This is very dangerous, as drivers may not see young children,
and students may not be aware of moving cars.

2.E-scooters: according to the bylaws for the City of Richmond, e-scooters:
Prohibited Areas: Sidewalks, unpaved trails, and school grounds. We’ve had
concerns and complaints about e-scooters being driven on school property
which is unsafe and not permitted. Your efforts in keeping our students safe is
much appreciated.
